Order of the Bough Master

Badge: Sable, in pale the Lombardic uppercase Letter M argent and a tree
branch couped fesswise reversed to sinister Or.

Materials:
Cypress Oval wood 1 1/2 inch long, 1-inch width, 1/2 inch thick.
Silver paint Gold paint

Small metal eye screw 24 inch silver cord
Varnish or wax

Instructions:

1.

Obtain scraps of the wood. The wood is cypress is called by the following
names: Black, white, yellow, Buck, Cow, Red, or Southern Cypress. The
normal name is Baldcypress (Taxodium Distichum).

Cut the wood into oval shapes. Sand all surfaces and round the edges.
Cut or burn the "M" into the wood. Then paint the "M" silver. Or just paint the
"M" onto the wood.

Cut or burn the branch into the wood. Then paint the branch gold. Or just
paint the branch gold onto the wood.

Varnish or wax the wood.

Screw the eye screw into the thick part of the wood at the top of the oval.
Place on cord.
